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Welcome to Travel&Work! Travel&Work is a software program that allows you to easily carry your work
on your USB Memory Stick and synchronize with multiple PCs to keep your work in sync. Travel&Work
makes your USB Memory Stick extremely useful, not to forget that Memory Sticks are reliable and
generally one of the best ways to move data around.

With Travel&Work you can:

Synchronize your Outlook Folders

Synchronize your Internet Explorer and Firefox Favorites

Synchronize your Outlook Express mailbox, address book and settings
Synchronize My Document and other Folders

Protect your files in an encrypted storage File with strong AES 256bit Encryption
Save your contact data so a finder can return the stick to you

IMPORTANT

Your USB Memory Stick should never be unplugged wit hout first closing the Travel&Work
application and selecting the “Safely Remove Hardwar e” icon on your taskbar. Information can
be lost if the drive is disconnected during a write operation and in the case of an encrypted
storage your data can be completely corrupted.

Backup your data from the USB drive on a regular ba  sis to ensure you are secure from loss of
device or hardware defect.

If your USB Drive has a manual write protection switch it must be in the unprotected position in order to be able to
use Travel&Work.

Travel&Work is pre-installed on your USB Drive from Swissbit and no installation is necessary. You
simply start the application of your USB drive.

In case your package did not include a CD-ROM with a copy of the software, we recommend that you
create a backup copy of the Travel&Work software to your PC.

Launch the application from your explorer and you will be presented with the main navigation page.
The basic concept of Travel&Work is that you configure folders, favorites and other settings that you
would like to keep synchronized and then start the synchronization directly from the main page. The
next time you plug the device into your computer you do not need to change the settings but simply
start the synchronization again. This will allow you to always keep your important folders and settings in
sync with multiple PCs. Your files will be stored in a hidden directory tree under “Travel&Work” and you
can use the rest of the USB drive as usual to copy your presentation, pictures and other files onto the
drive using your Microsoft Windows Explorer.

The main page allows you to change your application language. It is located on the left hand side and
provides a guiding help instruction along with indicating the amount of space available on your drive.
Also, the main page serves as navigation area to get to the configuration settings, USB information,
synchronize screen or to delete your synchronized files from the drive. Note: only your synchronized
files will be removed, not the other information on your drive.

Before you can start using the software you have to decide whether you want the synchronized folders
in a standard directory tree or encrypted in a single storage file. You can select either in the Setting
Panel under the Security Settings. Select the “Encrypt Data” checkbox to enable encryption and specify
a Password that will be used to encrypt and protect the data storage. The complexity bar shows you
how difficult and/or secure your password is and you should always store a personal clue with your
password so that in case you forget your password there is a help available to remember it. Once you
press “OK” your USB store will be created and the previously synchronized data will be removed.

Note: only the data that was previously synchronized with Travel&Work will be erased! All other data on
your USB drive will not be affected!
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You can always change this setting back later but your synchronized data will be removed and you
have to re-synchronize to refresh your USB drive.

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The Settings menu allows you to configure the different options of Travel&Work and is normally
configured once on first startup. But you can go back and change your settings any time. The
configurable settings are divided into Folders, Outlook Express, Outlook Favorites, Encryption and
Skins. Click on one of the buttons to get to the detail configuration pages.

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The folder settings page scans all your connected drives (except the USB Drive the application was
started from) and displays them in a tree list. Clicking on the box will select all the information below the
drive or directory and clicking on the + sign will open up and load the corresponding subfolders. Your
“My Documents” folder is treated specially and will always list first. When you synchronize this folder
between different PCs your files will always be stored in the right location. If you select a folder from a
physical drive that is not available on the target computer you will be asked if it should be copied to a
newly created folder under the Travel&Work directory tree on the target PC.

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On the configuration screen you can define if you want to:

Include hidden files (this is a special attribute to the file)
If you want to exclude or include a certain type of file that can be selected in the file types box

The screen also allows you to see the folders that have been synchronized to your USB drive when
clicking on the “USB” tab above the directory tree.

Select “OK” when you are finished with your settings and to return to the settings panel.
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Outlook Synchronization requires an installed and configured copy of Outlook 2000, XP or 2003 on
your Windows PC to allow synchronization. This software uses the Microsoft Outlook Object Model
installed and registered with your copy of Outlook to access your Profile and synchronize your data.

then allows you to select the folders you want to keep synchronized. Additionally you can select the
number of days of content you want to synchronize and whether you want to synchronize the

attachments as well.

Note: The software handles the “Only synchronize past XX days” differently for the contacts folder as
contacts typically are in a category of information that is always synchronized (and most contacts can
be a few years old if you are a regular user of Outlook). This setting is only used for email folders and
calendar entries.

The password option is for older versions of Outlook that might require a password before you get
access to your Exchange profile.
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The favorites screen allows you to select whether or not you want to synchronize content and for which
installed application this should be defined.

Select “OK” to complete your configuration.
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Outlook Express Configuration allows you to select the Mails (all Mail folders within your Outlook

Express configuration), the Windows Address Book (WAB) and your configuration settings of your mail
client.
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Note: Only select settings if you plan to keep your settings (your mail account, news groups and other
Outlook Express specific settings) synchronized on other PCs. In most cases however the settings will
not be overridden. If a PC has no configuration or if you select the direction to be from USB to PC with
Delete-Option then the settings will be updated from your synchronization store.
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The default skin is provided with the software but if you have a skin file downloaded and installed on
your Travel&Work directory then it will show up on this list and allow you to change the look and feel of
your application.
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The lost & found screen allows you to enter your personal information and save that as an ASCII text
file in the root of the USB drive. It can therefore always be read by a possible finder if you happen to
loose your Stick. Enter information so a finder can contact you.
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This screen shows your USB drive information and the Serial Number.
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In the About screen you can manually check for updates or configure Travel&Work to do this on a
periodical basis upon startup. This screen also holds the EULA (end user license agreement) that you
should read before using the software.
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Once you have the settings configured, you are ready to go to the synchronization page (available
through the button on the lower right hand of the Welcome Screen). The page shows you which of the
options are configured and allows you to check your space requirements before starting the
synchronization through clicking on the “Check” button.

Important:

Before you synchronize select the “Synchronization Direction Button”.

Default setting: both directions and no delete:

No files will be deleted. The latest files and/or directories from both the USB drive and the PC will be
either synchronized or started on both the USB drive and the PC. The directory content of both the
USB drive and the PC will be combined for the selected objects (e.g. all IE Favorites on both the USB
drive and the PC will be on both the PC and on the USB drive after synchronization). The most recent
version (depending on the file modification date) will always replace the older one.

PC overrides the USB Drive (PC is master ):
This setting ensures that the selected folders, favorites and settings will be updated in both directions

but if a directory has been cleaned up on the PC and certain files have been deleted this setting will
delete all the corresponding entries and files on the USB drive during the synchronization.
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Note: Normally you will want to define which of the stores is master and for Outlook Calendar entries it
Is important that when synchronizing calendar information across PCs to always define the direction
and not use both. If you have updated your calendar and other outlook folders in the office you will want
to select the setting PC is master (because the PC is the one that is now up to date) in order to ensure
that the USB drive will contain the latest information after synchronization.

When you connect the USB at home you should select the setting USB is master (because it contains
the latest information) to make sure that older entries (or entries that have been deleted in the office)
are updated, not duplicated and/or removed from your home PC.

USB Drive overrides the PC (USB is master ):

This setting will ensure that the selected folders, favorites and settings will be updated in both
directions but if a directory on the USB drive has fewer files than a directory on the PC, the excess files
on the PC will be removed to the “Recycle Bin”.

Start your Synchronization

Once you have selected your Synchronization direction you can press the “Synchronize” button to start
the synchronization. The button will switch to a “Cancel” button that you can press at any time to stop
the process.
